2. There shall be created to the reasonable satisfaction of Malvern Hills District council

analternativehighwayforuseasareplacementforthesaidfootpathasprovidedin
Part 2 of the Schedule and shown by bold black dashes on the attached map'

3. The diversion of the footpath shall have effect on the date on which Malvern Hills

District Council certify that the terms of Article 2 have been complied with'

4. The following works shall be carried out in relation to the highway described in Part

2 of the schedule namely the provision of a path 2 metres wide with a tarmac

surface.

5. Bellway Homes (south Midlands) is hereby required to pay the cost of carrying out

the said works.

6. Where immediately before the date on which the footpath is diverted there is

apparatus under, in, on, over, along or across it belonging to statutory undertakers

for the purpose of carrying on their undertaking, the undertakers shall continue to

havethesamerightsinrespectoftheapparatusastheythenhad.
